Benefits of Wordpress

ÅProvides various user levels for various levels of 
editing.
ÅBuilt in WYSIWYG makes updating content easy as 

using Microsoft Word. No knowledge of HTML is 
needed!
ÅWorkflow ð You can have types of users that can 

only post drafts, not publish to the front page.
ÅHas a large growing user community continually 

adding and improving free plugins
ÅBuilt - in full - text searching
ÅAllows visitors to subscribe via RSS feeds built in
ÅIntegrates with Facebook and Twitter
ÅCan integrate videos 



User Roles

Administrator - Somebody who has access to all the 
administration features (i.e. Developer(s), Internet 
Chair)

Editor - Somebody who can publish posts/pages, 
manage posts/pages as well as manage other 
people's posts, etc.

Author - Somebody who can publish and manage 
their own posts and pages (i.e. Committee Chairs 
can only edit their own pages)

Contributor - Somebody who can write and manage 
their posts but not publish posts 

Subscriber - Somebody who can read 
comments/comment/receive news letters, etc. (i.e. 
brides)
